A. Objectives of the School Parliament:
1. The first and most important objective is to establish a school parliament in all of the participating centres. Moreover, it will teach them to develop critical and responsible thinking, which they will require if they want to become responsible European citizens. Students should not only consider their personal preferences, but the repercussions, both negative and positive, of their decisions and the impact that they will have. They will have to learn to debate, respect the opinions of others and to accept that, in a democracy, the opinion of the majority must be respected.
2. The second objective is to develop linguistic competence, since they must learn to justify their opinions and convince their classmates with persuasive arguments. As well as working on improving their native language on a daily basis in the classroom, students will be required to communicate in English with other student representatives from the other participating schools in virtual meetings.
3. The third objective is to develop digital competence, since the students will have to present proposals digitally to their classmates, and also, to the students from the other schools by using different platforms such as Teams or Zoom, by the Parliament representatives of each class within the context of the 'School European Parliament'. The first meeting is scheduled for march 2024 and the last one in June 2025.
4. The fourth objective is to provide teachers with guidelines to help their students develop critical thinking and responsibility. Special training and workshops would be proposed in order to facilitate teachers to achieve this.

5. The fifth objective is to teach students about the importance of the European Parliament. (What prompted its formation, itsbenefits, purposes, history, etc ).

6. The sixth objective is to develop teamwork not only within the classroom when preparing proposals, but also among the	student-representatives who will be required to carry
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out the mobilities.

7. The seventh goal is to teach students to accept other ideas and ways of thinking; work on active listening skills andencourage tolerance.

B. Structure of the School Parliament:

· Parliament President: Responsible for leading meetings, representing the parliament at school events, and coordinating activities. They’ll belong to 4th ESO/ 15/16 years old.
· Vice President: Supports the president and assumes responsibilities in their absence.3rd ESO 14/ 15 years old.
· Secretary: Records meeting minutes, maintains documentation, and communicates decisions to the school community.
· Thematic Committees: Student groups focused on three areas
ENVIRONMENT EVENTS
WELL BEING- Facilities and co-existance.
The School Parliament will have a number of 16 students between 12 to 16 years old. Delegates will be also part of the School Parliament.


C. SEPTEMBER /OCTOBER 2024 ELECTION PROCESS:
Call for Nominations: Announce the formation of the parliament and the opening of the election process.
It will be held once per year. This course the election process will be established from 10th to 25th th October among the associated countries.
Candidate Submissions: Interested students submit their candidacies. It will be established from 10th September until at least a week before the election day.

Campaign Period: Candidates present their proposals to the community. This year the Campaign period will last at least week before the election day. (prepare ballots)
Elections:	Students vote to choose their representatives. Established on 4th October Ntra. Sra. Del Rosario School.


HOW TO DO THE CAMPAIGN? Candidates will be presented in a Padlet (photo and their commitments) All ESO students will have access to the Padlet but won’t be able to make any sort of comments.

D. Regular Meetings:


1. Frequency: Establish a regular meeting schedule (e.g., once a month). Meetings online with partners:
3rd October 9 am (with Simona). Preparation meeting with candidates for Cyprus mobility
10th October 9 am ( with Simona). President and another member of each of the partner countries plus candidates for Cyprus mobility.
Next meetings to be scheduled.


2. Agenda:	Prepare an agenda with topics to discuss, including proposals
and issues raised by students. President and Vice president elaborate the agenda and Erasmus team supervise it. Agenda for 3rd and 10th October included as an annex.
3. Open Participation: Allow students to voice their opinions and propose ideas. We’ll open a suggestion mailbox.
4. Responsibilities of the School Parliament:
Representation:	Be the voice of students to the school administration. Event Organization:	Participate in planning and executing school events. Address student concerns and issues, proposing Problem Resolutions.

E. Transparency
All partners must show transparency in all the activities developed. They must be exhibited on an Erasmus Wall in every school. Moreover, every partner must take photos of the activities to show evidence.


F.  Collaboration with the School Administration:
Meetings with School Leadership: Schedule regular meetings with school leadership to discuss important matters.
Keep the school community informed about parliament decisions and actions.



G.  Evaluation and Continuous Improvement:
Self-assessment: Conduct periodic assessments to improve the functioning of the parliament.
•Obtain feedback from students and teachers to adjust strategies and approaches.
· Satisfaction questionnaire for all Community through Google Forms in January 25.
· Feedback and adjustment in February 2025.
